With the help of GOOGLE Analytics they have been able to assess the strengths and the weaknesses of the site and are now planning to make improvements to both the layout and content.  The idea is to make the site less cluttered with fewer headings across the top of the page thus enabling visitors to quickly find what they are looking for.  Ideally, KC would like to have a site that is updated currently so that the school community can keep abreast of all the great things happening at the school.  

The council expressed their appreciation to the team and their enthusiasm for the project.

James Bonham-Carter, KCVI Vice-Principal  - Limestone Focus Programs
For over 7 years James has coordinated the amazing secondary school Focus Programs (www.focusprograms.limestone.on.ca) for the Limestone District School Board.  The 10-minute Focus Program video presented by James has been distributed province-wide to other boards interested in implementing some of the programs that have been so successful in the Limeston Board.  Among the first programs offered at QECVI were the Building Construction Internship, Creative Arts Program, and Theatre Complete – all of which are still offered at QE.  Today there are 40 programs offered in 11 schools throughout the board with 750 students traveling from one school to another to take advantage of the multi-program offerings.  Currently, KCVI offers 3 focus programs: Guitar Building (not running in 2008/09), Celtic Studies and Radio and Broadcast Journalism. 

Since not all students are headed to college or university, this program offers skills training that will lead to meaningful jobs following high school.  For more information visit the website or pick up a copy of “The Red Book” that outlines all the programs.  Available at the school.
